Oldrich Klima was born 1st June 1964 in Boskovice. He has lived a very happy childhood in Rajec-Jestrebí, where he has been living for 42 years. Then he got married and now lives in Suchdol u Sloupu in Moravsky kras. 

   He was deeply marked by his experience in the military service when he was 23years old. As a naive young man and fresh out of the VUT engineering faculty in Brno, he found the New Testament. He was very strongly fascinated by Jesus Christ. His fascination with Jesus was so deep that he forgot that he was in the military service and he was convinced that was Jesus himself. In a totalitarian regime at the time, in 1987, this was not acceptable, and he was sent to a psychiatric military hospital in Pilsen. There they started to „cure“  him. First he was given medication and later electric shocks. In this situation Oldrich was not of the opinion that he was a Jesus but he started to believe that he would be punished and sent to Hell. And has invented his Hell in a terrible way.
    When he left the hospital, he got a full invalidity pension. He wanted to understand why all this has happened to him, he visited the priest from Rajec, Mr. Vagner and he asked him for his guidance. The priest indeed became his guardian, then he took him to apply for Priesthood in Olomouc.  He was not accepted for the studies because they considered he was a risk because of his psychiatric problems.

   Later his journey let him to Seventh-Day Adventist movement. After he had finished the biblical school and he got his baptism, he left for Prague to work with Adventists.  He worked in a health food shop called „Country life“.  In Prague another attack of his illness came. He was convinced that he was the Devil and that it was the end of the world. After this he smashed about ten cars with an iron bar in a car sales shop. He was seized and place in custody. 

    Before it was discovered that he was ill, we had suffered a lot of beating from the other prisoners and the prison officers, they did not believe he had a mental disease. Then during the year, he was being cared for by various psychiatric institutions. After the time in prison, he was taken care of in Bohnice in Prague, later in Cernovice in Brno. He spent a couple of times in these places, at one time near to his death. It was found that the medication provoked a severe diabetes of the first type. During transportation to the hospital, the doctors measured his glycemia at 86!, which could cause a deep coma. Nevertheless, he was conscious and he was trying to tell the doctors not to continue his resuscitation.

    As an insane person, he discovered his art talents and he started to compose spiritual songs on guitar. He also wrote and still writes poems and stories. When he was 30 years old, he bought his first camera and started to take pictures.  This is his big hobby, and when the light is right, he goes for photographic walks. He attempts to photograph this light.

    When he was 38 years old, he started to practice yoga and he is a pupil of an Indian guru  Mahešvérananda – Svamidži, who is living in Vienna. His life is getting better, and he has not been treated in a hospital since. He is now 44 years old and he has been working for the last 3 years. He works as a controller in a foundry plant. He also takes photographs in the foundry. He is living with his nice wife in Suchdol, he practises every day a little amount of yoga and he is finally happy. He is looking forward to writing a book about an enlightened person who is similar to himself.
